Seven Sorrows of Mary, Explained 

The Seven Sorrows of Mary refer to seven key events in the 

lives of Jesus and Mary: the prophecy of Simeon, the flight 

into Egypt, the loss of the Child Jesus in Jerusalem, the 

meeting of Jesus and Mary as he carried his cross to Calvary, 

the Crucifixion and death of Jesus, the removal of the Body of 

Christ from the cross, and the burial of Jesus. 

 

These events illustrate the great suffering endured by Our 

Lord and his Blessed Mother, and remind Christians to unite 

our own sufferings with those of Jesus, following Mary’s   

perfect example. 

 

Devotion to the sorrows of Mary dates to the early centuries 

of Christianity, with such proponents as St. Ephrem,               

St. Alphonsus Liguori and    

St. Bridget of Sweden. 

 

The Seven Sorrows devotion 

can take the form of seven 

Hail Marys, seven Rosaries or 

a novena, all recited while 

meditating upon the                          

individual sorrows.
