Diligence is the opposite of negligence; the diligent man pursues his goal with the same faithful-

ness with which God has pursued us, wayward as we are, through the long course of salvation 

history. St. Thomas Aquinas writes that “diligence, no less than solicitude, is required for every 

virtue.” (Sum., II:II, 54, Art. 1) 

 

Christians are called to diligence in prayer, in self-scrutiny, in 

exercising virtue, in seeking God’s will, in detachment from 

the world and in reflecting on God’s word in Scripture: “If we 

are diligent in observing all of these commandments before 

the Lord, our God, as he commanded of us, then this will be 

our righteousness.” (Deuteronomy 6:25)

have been granted by God, and it is the virtue by which man 

can secure for himself true happiness. (Gaudium et spes, 17)

A friend of mine who had family members belonging to    
several different religions once told me that there were 
as many different routes to Heaven as there were to 
the grocery store.  
This was an analogy her family had used to remember 
that they all sought the same thing — God — even 
though they were going about the search in different 
ways. 
I’ve thought a lot about her words in the years since 
she shared them with me. It’s not an untrue analogy — 
there are a lot of different routes to the grocery store.
