What is Easter?

The word "Easter" comes from Old

English, meaning simply the "East."
The sun which rises in the East, bringing light, warmth,
and hope, is a symbol for the Christian of the rising
Christ, who is the true Light of the world. The Paschal
Candle used during the Easter Vigil is a central symbol
of this divine light, which is Christ. It is kept near the
ambo throughout Easter Time and lit for all liturgical
celebrations.

There are 50 days of Easter from the first Sunday to
Pentecost. It is characterized, above all, by the joy of
glorified life and the victory over death expressed most
fully in the great resounding cry of the Christian: Allelu-
ia! All faith flows from faith in the resurrection: "If
Christ has not been raised, then empty is our preaching;
empty, too, is your faith." (1 Cor 15:14)

The Rosary, Explained

Christians have used beads to mark the recitation of prayers
since ancient times. In the 12" century, the Rosary emerged
as a meditative devotion centering on significant moments in
the lives of Jesus and Mary. In the words of St. Leo XIII, “there
is no more excellent way of praying.”

The Rosary is traditionally attributed to a Marian vision re-
ceived by St. Dominic de Guzman (1170-1221). Though schol-
arship on this point is uncertain, the Dominican Order was
undoubtedly crucial in establishing and evangelizing the Ro-
sary as a devotional prayer.

Over the centuries, the formula of the devotion eventually
took the shape of 50 Hail Marys divided into five “decades,”
with each decade focused on a different mystery. The Church
has defined the Joyful Mysteries (to be recited on Saturdays
and Mondays), the 2
Glorious Mysteries
(Sundays and Wednes-
days), the Sorrowful
Mysteries (Tuesdays
and Fridays), and most
recently the Luminous
Mysteries (to be recit-
ed on Thursdays).
