 An ancient title for this Sunday is Dominica in Albis, or 
“Sunday in White.” During the Easter Vigil, the newly bap-
tized are invested with a white garment, a sign that they 
have put on Christ. At one time, the garments were worn for 
a full week of celebration and reflection, and on this Sunday 
the newly baptized would appear in their robes again in their 
new place among the faithful for Eucharist. 

 In later centuries, the energy of new life at Easter was 
largely forgotten, and this Sunday was renamed “Quasimodo 
Sunday,” or “Low Sunday.” In recent years, with the recovery 
of the insight that Easter is the privileged time for cele-
brating and renewing baptism, there is nothing “Low” about 
this Sunday. At a week’s distance, the beauty and grace of 
our Easter celebration is sustained by joyful alleluias, the 
blessing and sprinkling of holy water, and the comfort of the 
Lord’s presence to us. He is risen, and he summons us to-
gether, opening up the scriptures for us, breaking the bread, 
filling us with new life.
