FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Good Shepherd Sunday

Dear Sacred Heart Family,

As a priest I have preached on several occasions about
the importance of practicing the virtues of patience and
perseverance and now I am beginning to realize how diffi-
cult it is when I am put to the test. It is going to be several
weeks now, since I began celebrating private mass hoping
the day would dawn to see you all in church for the Eucha-
ristic celebration and it has not taken place so far. Some of
you have expressed your longing to receive the Eucharist
sacramentally but deprived of it while complying with the
safety precautions. Such moments we need to hear the
words of St. Paul, “And God is faithful; he will not let you
be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are
tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can en-
dure it.” 1Cor 10:13.

This Sunday we reflect on Christ the Good Shepherd whose
patience and perseverance is everlasting. He is actively
searching out the lost, not to bring them to trial and cross
examination, but to return them to the fold. “They will lis-
ten to my voice, and there will be one flock with one shep-
herd” Jh 10:15-16. He also speaks about the purpose of his
coming. “I came so that they might have life and have it
more abundantly” Jh 10:10.

Christ the Good Shepherd feeds his flock with his own
body and blood in the Eucharist. He knows us intimately
and has an intimate knowledge about each of us. He leads
us to his Father. Let us persevere in our efforts to learn
about the Good Shepherd by reading the scriptures and
hearing his voice by spending a few minutes with him dai-
ly. Let us continue to pray for God’s mercy and compassion
for the humanity.

TODAY’S READINGS

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The fact that many monastic churches do not have a
prominent tabernacle shapes the patterns of liturgical prayer.
Monastic communities often protect the ancient value of
“receiving from the same sacrifice,” meaning that the com-
municants are assured that what they eat and drink in the
Holy Mysteries actually comes from the same celebration. It
surprises many to learn that the Church does not foresee, nor
does it provide for, Communion of the faithful from the re-
served Sacrament. Liturgical laws have long defended your
right to receive from the same sacrifice, the same Mass, that
you attend.

At one time, of course, the bread for the Eucharist was
the ordinary bread of the day, except unleavened, probably
prepared at home. It was broken and distributed to the faith-
ful. Early on the loaf itself was referred to as the Aostia in
Latin, meaning the “sacrifice,” the same word for the sacrifi-
cial animal in Jewish worship, and for Jesus as the Lamb of
God. By giving his life on the cross, Jesus became the Aostia
for us. To this day in the Greek Church, one of the tasks of
the priest’s wife is to bake the bread for the Divine Liturgy,
sometimes in a bakery oven dedicated to that purpose and
called a “Bethlehem.”

Today’s familiar individual hosts first appeared in the
eleventh century at about the time when tabernacles were
coming into use. The turn away from “bready” bread allowed
the hosts to be reserved since they did not spoil like regular
bread, and made the annual “Easter duty” counts easier.
